| am just about finished with a good book. It's
called The Complete Idiot’s Guide to World War Il and
it is a concise history of that great war. It occurs to me
that there is a lot we can learn from the stories of the
people of what we now call, “The Great Generation,”
who lived through that war. One story comes out of
one man’s experience as an Army chaplain, and it
taught me something powerful about worship.

Three American divisions had pressed the defend-
ing Nazi paratroopers to the tip of the Crozon Penin-
sula in southern France. In the desperate final hours
of the battle men on both sides were

stop the bleeding and then looked for
someone to carry him back to the ambu-
lances. The chaplain and three other vol-
unteers lifted the litter to their shoulders
and began the trek away from the front
lines.

The wounded man was obviously in
pain and as he rolled his head to the

side he noticed the cross on the col-

lar of one of his stretcher-bearers.
He asked, "Are you a chaplain?" "Yes, | am, son, can
I do something for you?" "Do you know that old hymn,
'He walks with me and He talks with me'?" "I sure do,
want me to sing it for you?" "Better than that, Chap-
lain, you sing melody and I'll sing tenor."

Quite a few soldiers along the road lifted their
heads in surprise as they heard, amidst the whine of
incoming artillery shells and the rat-tat-tat of machine
gun fire, the sound of two men singing, "And He walks
with me and He talks with me, and He tells me | am
His own. And the joy we share, as we tarry there,
none other has ever known." The pain, the uncertainty
of life, the confusion of the battle-field and the sudden
awareness of his urgent need of something unshake-
able, caused this young man to recall the love-
relationship that must have begun long before. Chap-
lain J. Dwight Wadsworth wrote later, “How often it
has been the case that an emergency has revealed
the deepest and truest heart conviction?”

Worship is about enjoying the Presence of God,
wherever | am. It begins in the depth of my relation-
ship with Christ. It is revealed in the expression of my
true joy.

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From the Desk of Dr. Dwight Perry

Recently, Cynthia and | did something that we rarely do on a Tuesday morning: we spent a good part of
the morning watch the funeral service for our 38" President, Mr. Gerald Ford. As a person who lived in
the shadow of the Cold War, as well as the upheaval of the 1960's and the scandals of the 1970's, Ge-
rald Ford wasn't a President that | knew much about. He was not like John F. Kennedy who was a folk
hero to a young African American like me living in Chicago. And he wasn't like Dwight D. Eisenhower
(yes, | was named after him!) who seemed larger than life to me. President Ford seemed like a transi-
tory figure whose time in office was rather short. It turns out though, that his impact was far from invisi-
ble or feeble. Over and over again, | kept hearing words like "a man of integrity", "a man who extended
forgiveness", "a healer of this country" and | could not help but reflect on the fact how much character

and integrity matter.

In his book Integrity, Dr. Henry Cloud uses a different word to describe the impact of a person's life. He calls it their
"wake" as he uses the imagery of a ship's wake. In describing this concept on page 16 he would write these words in
describing conversation he had with a CEO of a company.

"One of my favorite things to do is to sit on the aft deck of a boat going across the ocean and just watch the
wake. It is such a beautiful, ever changing creation as the ship continues on its path. You can tell a lot about a
ship as you look at its wake. If it is in a straight line, you get a feeling that the boat is steadily on course, and
that the captain is not dozing at the wheel, or that an engine or a shaft is not somehow out of whack. But if it is
wavering, you begin to wonder. Also, if it smooth and flat, you know something about the speed of the boat, and
if it is steep, you can tell something about its drag, IN OTHER WORDS WHAT THE WAKE LOOKS LIKE CAN
TELL YOU A LOT ABOUT THE BOAT ITSELF"

He goes on to say, "With people, the same thing is true. As a person goes through a company (or life) he or
she leaves a wake behind them, as well. There are two sides of the wake: Task (or the impact of what a person
has done), and relationships (or the impact of how they have made others successful around them)."

We live in a world that has unfortunately settled for the first part as the primary definition of greatness versus the under-
standing that true greatness is not only the deeds you and | will leave behind but also the relationships we nurture and
develop and invest in for the glory of God.

The older | get the more | am continually reminded of the brevity of life. How about you? | thank God for the recent birth
of our second grandchild, Malachi Perry. He and little Ezra are the delight of my soul. (Yes, | do have pictures of both
my lovely grandchildren!)

As | think about my loved ones, | get reflective: What type of wake am | leaving? And what will those who know me best
say about me? What difference will it make that | even walked this earth? In my last days, will | be a person who is sur-
rounded by trophies, but am barren of fulfilling relationships?

May God guide us people and as a district to be people who value excellence in all we do and pursue loving relation-
