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Pastor’s Corner 
 
Luis Palau wrote about a man who gave his 

testimony about commitment. At a luncheon in a 
certain city a respected millionaire got up to say, "I 

owe it all to the Lord." He then 
shared his secret. "When I was a 

young fellow, a call was made for me to 
surrender all. Young as I was, and 
poor as I was, everything I had was 

surrendered to Christ. I didn't have 
much money, but I put it on the table -- 
all my possessions -- and said, 'Christ, 

I give everything back to you.' It was after that 
that God began to bless me and now I'm a wealthy 
man. At that point, a voice from the back of the 
room shouted, "I challenge you to do it again."  

 
Ever wonder why most of those who respond to 

the call of a preacher to "surrender" everything to 
Christ are young? They don't have that much to 
surrender! They’ve got maybe three T-shirts, two 
pairs of jeans and their dad's car keys. But when 
you get to middle age and beyond, and you own a 
house and two cars and a condo on the beach, it's 
a different story. Surrender is a fundamental aspect 
of the Christian walk, but today we want little of it. 
We are more interested in quietly enjoying what 
we’ve “earned,” and letting others do the serving. 

 
It is not only right, but smart to give all that you 

are and all that you have to Christ. You are only ac-
knowledging what is already true. You were cre-
ated by Him and you belong to Him, and all your 
resources and blessings come from Him. The day 
is coming when you will have to answer to Him for 
what you did with it. This is truth, whether you are 
sixteen or sixty six. But I would like to especially 
challenge you if you are more on the upper end of 
that scale. The temptation as we get older is to 
think that we are done with the work. We have 
done our duty and now we get to relax and enjoy. 
But I submit that in age, more than ever, we are re-
sponsible to use what God has given us over a life-
time to accomplish His work. The psalmist said 
Even when I am old and gray, do not forsake me O 
God, till I declare Your power to the next genera-
tion, Your might to all who are to come.

 “Who’s In Charge of the House?

The big 
news last week was the midterm elections.  As vot-
ing time got closer to Elections Day, one could feel 
the tension in the air.

power in the Congress? 
Ü Will there be the new Speaker of the House? 
Ü Who is going to run the show in Washington, D.

C., as well as in state and local elections? 
 
     Now, please do not misunderstand me! It is vi-
tally important to participate in the election process. 
All of us who claim the name of Christ need to be 
individuals who live out our faith in all arenas of life.  
However, may we avoid the trail of many who do 
not know Christ who put their ultimate hope in a 
politician. No matter how good or how much of a 
man or woman of integrity they might be, our fo-
cused hope and trust must be elsewhere! 
 
     My recent devotionals are in the book of 
Joshua.  Joshua, the Son of Nun was the faithful 
servant of Moses.  He and Caleb were the only two 
out of the original generation left with Moses to lay 
claim to the land that God had promised them.  He 
was a man of integrity and a man of courage, in 
spite of the obstacles he and the nation of Israel 
were facing.   
 
     Why did he have favor? I believe because his 
ultimate trust was not in “people”, nor in “position”, 
but in God and what He had promised him.  Read 
the story in Joshua 1:1-9.  
 
     Brothers and Sisters, especially in this ever 
changing world, our ultimate hope is in a God who 
promises to take care of us, who promises to fulfill 
His will in our lives if we are willing to obey Him. 
 
     My question is quite simply this - In whom are 
we putting our ultimate trust? If it is not Jesus, it is 
indeed a shaky choice.
