The thing | remember most, is the surgery that | don’t remember. | had an
adventure a couple weeks ago that I've heard others talk about, but it was .
new to me. | nearly had a heart attack, | guess. But by God's grace an
alert doctor sent me for a test that led to heart surgery that very day. :
Well, it wasn’t really surgery -- more of a “procedure.” They stuck a wire -
up a blood vessel leading to my heart that had a balloon and a wire-
mesh “stint” at the end and went inside a narrow spot in a branch that
feeds my heart muscle. They opened it up with the balloon and left the
stint there to hold it open. They did it three times in two different
branches, so that now | have three new pieces of metal in my chest. ( (™ . \.._.
Praise the Lord for the wonders of modern medicine!

It never really hurt, and | never felt sick. As | look back the most surprising thing | remember is
that | don’t remember -- not the procedure, nor most of what happened for the rest of that day.
They gave me some new kind of drug that allows you to be awake through the whole thing so that
the doctor can ask you questions about what you are feeling. | remember joking with the
attendants in the room with the cold table and the big equipment, and | remember the nice lady in
the white mask with the needle she put in my IV. And that’s the last thing | remember until the
next morning. There were no awful side effects; no “problems” in the recovery room (not that |
remember at least). | woke up a little groggy, and a bit amazed that it was all over so easily.

Maybe heaven is going to be like that. We will remember, but we won’t. There is no question
there are hard times here — things we go through, that we have to go through, that we would just
as soon forget. We need to go through those things now, we need to talk with the surgeon who
has promised that He allows it for our good. We need to let Him do what He needs to do.

Paul made the list of all his sufferings in 2 Corinthians and then wrote, “I consider that our
present sufferings are not worthy to be compared with the glory that will be revealed in us.” It's
easy to lose focus when we or someone we love is in trouble. But from heaven'’s view it will all be
a distant memory. Or perhaps there will be no memory at all of the pain. But through the pain God
is performing the work that restores us and equips us for life, and for Glory. In that day we will
enjoy the benefits of what God did in us here, without the need to remember the pain.
