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Pastor’'s Corner

The pilgrims, sailing across the Atlantic Ocean on the Mayflower, landed at Plymouth Rock in December
of 1620. The pilgrims lived off of their provisions through the hard New England winter. They planted a com-
munal garden in the summer but the settlers didn't know how to plant Indian corn and the crop was small.

In November of 1621, more pilgrims arrived without adequate provisions. Governor William Bradford was wor-
ried when he calculated that the food they had would only last six months at half ration.

After the second hard winter another ship arrived in May, 1622, with seven more pil-
grims and some letters, but no food. The food supply was almost gone, and these early ("\
settlers were starving. That summer another ship arrived which brought some food. The [\ (yz
ration was now a quarter pound of bread each day. Because of their hunger, settlers éﬁ
were going to their community garden and stealing the food. The thieves were whipped (
when caught. The communal garden idea wasn't working, so in early 1623 the settlers /—J& 77\
decided to parcel out the land to individual families and let all families tend their crops. } 5’;2)
Governor Bradford wrote that everyone worked harder under this plan. In his words: "The L T
women now went willing into ye field, and took their little-ones with them to set corn, /\\‘,\/
which before would alleviate weakness, and disabilities; whom to have compelled would
have been thought great tyranny and oppression."

The settlers, after planting their seeds in the spring, were deeply concerned whether the crops would
grow. Governor Bradford noted that all the families really meant it when they prayed "Lord give us this day our
daily bread." When the next ship arrived in the summer of 1623, the passengers were shocked and frightened
by the look of the starving pilgrims. But that Fall, the harvest of the pilgrims' private gardens was a great suc-
cess. In a spirit of deep gratitude to God, Governor Bradford declared a day of thanksgiving.

Harvests were plentiful in the years to come, but the pilgrims put five kernels of corn by their dinner plates
on Thanksgiving to remind them of the great suffering endured by the first settlers. This thanksgiving let's be
like the pilgrims and be mindful of the sacrifices that others have made in our behalf, and reflect on the many
blessings God has given us. The following is Govenor Bradford's declaration: "Inasmuch as the great Father
has given us this year an abundant harvest of Indian corn, wheat, beans, squashes, and garden vegetables,
and has made the forests to abound with game and the sea with fish and clams, and inasmuch as He has
protected us from the ravages of the savages, has spared us from pestilence and disease, has granted us
freedom to worship God according to the dictates of our own conscience: now, |, your magistrate, do proclaim
that all ye Pilgrims, with your wives and little ones, do gather at ye meeting house, on ye hill, between the
hours of 9 and 12 in the day time, on Thursday, November 29th of the year of our Lord 1623, and the third
year since ye Pilgrims landed on ye Pilgrim Rock, there to listen to ye pastor, and render thanksgiving to ye
Almighty God for all His blessings. - William Bradford, Ye Governor of ye Colony."
