In Cecil Northcott's, A Modern Epiphany, he 

tells of a discussion between some Christian 
young people. These youth had come together 
at a camp where many nations were 
represented. On this particular night they were 
talking about various ways to share the gospel.  

The question came to a 
young lady named, Maria, 
who was from Africa. Her 
response was poignant. She 
said, "We don't have missions 
or give pamphlets away. We just 
send one or two Christian 
families to live and work in a village, and when 
people see what Christians are like, then they 
want to be Christians too." What a plan for 
evangelism - Christians living such godly lives 
that neighbors can't help but want to receive 
Christ as well.  

I think perhaps the people in this African girl’s 
church understand better than we do what Jesus 
was saying in John 13:34&35: “A new command 
I give you; Love one another. As I have loved 
you, so you must love one another. By this all 
men will know that you are my disciples, if you 
love one another.” Did you notice that in just two 
verses, Jesus said “Love one another” three 
times? It’s important! And the reason it is 
important is because we are supposed to be the 
evidence of Christ in the world. If we were really 
practicing the principle of truly loving one 
another, the world would see Christ just in the 
way we live and work among them. What a plan 
for effective evangelism!      
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
