 One of the great disasters of history took 
place in 1271. In that year Nicolo and Matteo Polo 
(the father and uncle of Marco) were visiting the 
Kubla Kahn. At that time he was the ruler of all 
China, all India and all of the East, making him 
the most powerful monarch of his time. Nicolo and 
Matteo were dedicated Christians and shared the 
message of the Gospel and the history of the 
Christian faith. He was so impressed with what he 
heard that he said to them: "You shall go to your 
high priest and tell him 
on my behalf to send 
me 100 men skilled in 
your religion.  I shall 
be baptized, and when 
I am baptized all of my 
Barons and great men 
will be baptized as 
well, and their sub-
jects will receive bap-
tism too. And so there 
will be more Christians 
here than there are in 
your parts.”  
  
      When the Polo brothers returned to Italy and 
met with the Pope and Cardinals, incredibly, noth-
ing was done! It took thirty years, and then, finally, 
two or three missionaries were sent. It was too 
few and too late!  
 
 It baffles the imagination to think what a differ-
ence to the world it would have made if, in the 
13th century, China and all of India and all of the 
Eastern nations had been brought to Jesus 
Christ! It was all in the failure of Christians to see 
God’s hand opening wide a door. 
 
 As Marj and I leave this week for a visit with 
our sister church in Ukraine, our hearts are filled 
with gratitude for you, and your vision for possibili-
ties for the Gospel half a world away. We, as a 
church, are now directly involved in sharing the 
Gospel and encouraging Christians in a com-
pletely different place from our own. This is what 
God’s heart for the world is all about. Please pray 
for us as we travel with Dr. Dwight Perry, Michelle 
Terrio, Sandy Blanchard and Pastor Kim 
Swenson. We look forward to reporting back to 
you on what God is doing in Ukraine!

Letter  from BGC  President  Jerry  Sheveland – 

Dear Friends, 

As many of you know, my wife Dawn and I are on a new faith journey in our lives together. Dawn was diag-
nosed with level-four pancreatic cancer last fall.  It has metastasized and spread to her liver. After the typical 
rounds of consultations, tests and procedures, Dawn started chemotherapy in mid-November. She is doing 
well physically, spiritually and emotionally. We are especially grateful for how the Lord and his people have 
cared for us. 

From the beginning, Dawn and I have shared the deep impression that God has specific plans to glorify Him-
self through our new faith journey. Dawn has expressed genuine gratitude for the Lord choosing to use her 
for His glory through this crisis. 

Our pastor likes to say that giving God the glory means giving God the credit. Obviously much more could be 
said about what it means to “glorify God and enjoy him forever.” Yet I like the simple idea of giving God the 
credit. Dawn and I want to … 

Give God the credit for his sovereign Lordship over everything in our lives – especially the hard things. 
We keep saying things like ”he is up to something” or “we are living in the middle of a miracle.” We 
don’t want to give the devil or disease the credit for Dawn’s cancer. We don’t even want to draw a 
fine distinction between God’s perfect will and God’s permissive will. We just want to give him credit 
for being in control. 

Give God the credit for his redemptive purposes. Recently I preached from the Book of Ruth about 
Naomi’s experiences of loss and recovery, and the wonderful statement in Ruth 4:14: “Praise be to 
the Lord, who this day has not left you without a kinsman redeemer.” God loves to redeem good out 
of bad. He has not left us without a Redeemer. Praise be to the Lord! 

In addition we want to give God the credit due his name among the peoples of this world. If trials are a 
means of testifying to God’s glory and pointing people to our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, then we 
want to be a part of helping others to give him the credit – the glory – he deserves. 

Thank you for your prayers! And for all you do in partnership with us for the cause of Christ.
