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Pastor’'s Corner

The fact that Jesus died during Passover makes Easter a season filled with rich
Jewish symbolism to encourage the Christian. One aspect of this symbolism involves
the choosing and sacrificing of the Passover lamb. On the 10th day of the month, the
Passover lamb was chosen (Exodus 12:3). This selection process was designed to
give each family hope and to encourage them to pray for the coming of their Messiah.
It was on this very day that Jesus arrived in Jerusalem officially in His Triumphal En-
try. It was God's perfect timing through which He was communicating that this was His
Passover Lamb.

Traditionally, the daily sacrifice took place at 3:00 p.m. This would have also occurred on the day of
Passover (Good Friday in the Christian calendar). At that time, the priest stood at the pinnacle of the tem-
ple (remember it was from that precipice that Satan sought to have Jesus miraculously attract a following)
and blew the shofar, a ram's horn. Scripture records that Jesus died at 3:00 p.m. While hanging on the
cross as God's sacrificial lamb, Jesus heard the shofar announcing that the lamb's throat had been slit
and the sacrifice was complete. Upon hearing this, the Lamb of God triumphantly announced, "It is fin-
ished!"

Easter is about the cross and its sacrifice. It was about the redemption that was completed in the sac-
rifice of our Passover Lamb. Because His sacrifice was completed that day, our sins were completely paid
for and God can now indeed “pass over” our sin. The word translated as “It is finished” was “totelestai,”
which literally means, “Paid in full.” Our debt was “paid in full” by His sacrifice. When Jesus rose from the
dead it was the proof that the sins He died to pay for were indeed taken care of, so that now we know for
sure that “in Him is life forever!” Just “believe on the Lord, Jesus Christ,” and you will be saved!
