A food pantry for Door County year-round
residents, the Cupboard offers families and indi-
viduals up to two bags of free canned and boxed
groceries every week. There are no income
guidelines, and no signup is necessary to partici-
pate. Simply come to the church during regular
weekly office hours, 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. Monday
through Thursday.

First Baptist depends on those able to donate
both nonperishable food and personal-care items
such as shampoo, soap, toilet paper and diapers.
