During the months of September and October, Bruce
and Julie were looking for a place to use as an Eng-
lish Resource Center. God led them to a new three
bedroom apartment within walking distance of the
campus. One room is being used for office work, and
the others for classes.

From mid-October to mid-November, Bruce and his
colleague, Bill Martin spent 4 weeks in an intensive
teaching training course called CELTA (Certificate in
English Language Teaching to Adults). The Lord provided
financially for the training and travel arrangements
in an amazing way. It thrilled their faith.

The work at the Talibé center continues to grow. The
boys, ranging from 5-13 years of age, are sent to
Dakar to study the Koran, recite Arabic prayers, and
end up begging in the streets for 8 hours or more
every day. The center provides a place to take a
shower, have their clothes washed, learn to read and
write, receive a meal, and play games. They are ea-
ger to listen to Bible stories.

Prayer requests: 1.that the CELTA will make Bruce
and Bill more effective teachers and increase their
credibility among students and professors, 2. for the
students to improve their English at the Resource
Center and learn about Jesus as Messiah, 3. that the
Talibe' boys will accept Jesus as Savior, and 4. for
the mission team, (Martins, Mashburns, and Austins)
that we would be a support & encouragement to
them.
