The Elder Board has concluded, 
in discussions with the Trus-
tees, that the next situation in 
our physical facilities which 
needs upgrading is the state of 
our windows in the church 
building.  The Trustees believe 
that this has become critical, as 
many are damaged and inoper-
able.  In general, they are 
judged to be at the end of their 
useful and safe life.  Replace-
ment with metal frame, low E, 
double-glazed windows is esti-
mated to cost in the vicinity of 
$40,000.  The Elders feel that 
finance for this improvement 
should be addressed through 
a "capital campaign", and they 
are praying for someone to de-
velop and lead this campaign

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Communication from the Elders! 

During November and December, 
the Trustees have overseen the 
replacement and upgrade of the 
entire locking system in the 
church.  Some entrances had locks 
which were not secure, and ade-
quate control of the population of 
keys had been lost.  A new regi-
men of control has been rein-
stated, a careful plan of keying 
heirarchy has been established, 
and virtually all the locks have 
been replaced.  Also, the Koinonia 
Kupboard facilities have been relo-
cated and upgraded, to make the 
food storage more efficient, while 
freeing up the use of one of the 
classrooms previously occupied by 
the pantry. 
 
The Northeast Wisconsin Techni-
cal College (NWTC) in Sturgeon 
Bay has contracted with the 
church to rent one classroom dur-
ing the school year for teaching 
computer skill classes in the north-
ern Door area.  This brings the

In Papua New Guinea, where Saep is the spoken 

language, syncretism (the mixing of traditional 

animism with belief in the one true God) has 

been a problem. People in these villages believe 

that the spirit of an ancestor causes illness. They 

claim that God shows them a particular spirit in 

a dream; than the elders pray for the spirit to 

leave. They claim that God has answered their 

prayers. Brad has attempted to get the elders of 

these villages together to discuss this problem, 

but divisiveness over cargo cults has interfered. 

Elders from one village showed up and Brad 

taught them from the first three chapters in 

Genesis in addition to Christ's temptations in the 

wilderness. The Saep people have little interest 

in scriptures and the problem of syncretism.  
 

Prayer requests ~ 
1) that the Saep people will start to read and live 

by the words of Mark's gospel they now have in 

their own language. 

2) that Satan's strongholds on the Saep people 

would be broken, for them not to be in bondage 

to the spirits of their ancestors. 

3) for the Community to select two faithful 

young men to work in Bible translation. We are 

planning to attend four yearly classes starting in 

April 2010.
