      This past Tuesday I had the privilege 
of speaking at a BRIDGES meeting (our 
ministry to summer workers in the com-
munity).  I opened the meeting by using a 
movie clip.  The clip is about a railroad 
bridge operator who brings his son to 
work.  While the child is playing he falls 
into the bridge mechanism.  With the 
passenger train coming, the father has a 

decision to make: will he sacrifice his child for the sake of the people on the train, or 
will he save his child and allow the train to crash? 
 

       As I was working out what I wanted to say, I thought about how much more vivid 
this illustration is to those who already believe.  We have humanity hurtling down 
the tracks, not even realizing the danger ahead of them.  We have the Father, seeing 
the danger, and doing something to save humanity ("For God so love the world, that 
he gave his only Son").  And we have the Son, giving his own life to save human-
ity.  However, in real life, the Son gives up His life willingly and knowingly so that 
people can be saved ("He humbled Himself and became obedient to the point of 
death, even the death of the cross")! 
 

       We have a part to play in this redemption drama as well.  Do you remember 
what Paul said in Romans 10:14?  "How then shall they call on 
Him in whom they have not believed? And how shall they be-
lieve in Him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they 
hear without a preacher?"  We have a responsibility to share 
this wonderful news of Jesus Christ.  It is my prayer that we will 
all look for opportunities to tell others about what God has 
done for us!

An impending 

strike would have been very disruptive to their pas-

toral training program, but after much prayer, the 

planned strike was called off. The training team 

was unaware that the strike didn't materialize, so 

they drove all night for eight hours to get to their 

training venue. The program went very well; the 

trainees were being taught the structure of Mark 

and how to preach it. Pastor Jerry Wong taught two 

sessions on how to make disciples. The all night 

drive put them ahead of schedule which was an 

important advantage for travel to the next town.
