Cultivating and Sowing  
 

Many of you have been planning your garden for 

months ï pouring over the seed catalogs, or plan-

ning new corners of your garden.  More recently, 

you have been out cleaning up the debris from win-

ter, preparing the soil, planting seeds, transplanting 

perennials, or doing other yard work.  You would-

nôt think of planting seeds or transplanting perenni-

als before you do the proper soil preparation.  If 

you want good results, you have to invest in enrich-

ing the soil, removing the larger rocks, spading it 

for aeration, grading it for drainage, etc. 
 

Did you ever stop to think that cultivating friend-

ship with international students is very much like 

planting a garden?  It takes time to prepare the soil.  

You do this by being genuine with them, and being 

honest and trustworthy with them.  Establishing a 

trusting relationship with them gives you the right 

to be heard when the soil of their hearts is softened 

and ready to receive the seeds that you want to 

plant.  God will provide the opportunity and give 

you a nudge when the time is right to plant the first 

seed.  Seeds planted in this way are much more 

likely to produce interest on the part of your inter-

national friend, and may even come to fruition in a 

new life coming into the kingdom of God. 
 

Take time to prepare the soil of their hearts.  It will 

be more rewarding on all accounts than if you 

plunge in before the heart is ready to receive the 

message.
