This past weekend | had the privilege of attending the Great
A Lakes Baptist Conference’s annual meeting as one of the represen-
tatives from First Baptist Church. In addition to the worship and
Message workshop time, there were two main items of business that were
ﬁOﬁ? OUF discussed. The first dealt with the change of the mission state-
Pastor ment. The current statement reads as follows: Our mission is to
glorify God by helping member churches fulfill Christ’s Mission for
His Church in all the communities God calls them to serve. The proposed statement is: The GLBC ex-
ists to glorify God by strengthening churches so that they may reach those who do not know Jesus
Christ locally, nearby, and around the world. | have two reactions to this proposed change. First of
all, I'm glad that the GLBC is concerned about evangelism. Evangelism is one of the hallmarks of the
church, and we should always be concerned about reaching others for Jesus Christ. In fact, starting
in the new year | will be preaching a sermon series that focuses on evangelism! However, | do have
some concerns as well. As a church body we have to be concerned about more than just evangel-
ism. Many of you probably read “The Purpose Driven Life” by Rick Warren. Although | do have
some questions about his methodology, he does present a useful paradigm. He suggests that there
are 5 major purposes in a person’s life: worship, fellowship, discipleship, ministry, and evangel-
ism. Furthermore, he also suggests that these 5 purposes are what the church as a whole should be
all about in “The Purpose Driven Church.” The reason | mention this is because the Great Commis-
sion call in Matthew 28:19-20 says that we are to “make disciples.” Disciple making consists of
evangelism, but it is so much more than that! In fact, when we look at the early church we find that
they “continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and fellowship, in the breaking of bread and
prayers...and the Lord added to the church daily those who were being saved” (Acts 2:42-47). Here
we find worship, fellowship, discipleship, and evangelism! My concern is that the new mission
statement of the GLBC is too narrowly focused. We'll see what the next year holds as the Confer-
ence lets us know more about their future plans.

Our board of elders at First Baptist suggested
the adoption of a missional nickname, which is
what the national conference has done. Let
me quote from their website: In 2008 the
board of overseers approved a new missional
name, Converge Worldwide, while retaining
the historic name Baptist General Conference
in some settings and for legal purposes. Many
church planters and missionaries find the new
name helpful in their efforts to expand Christ’s
kingdom. Our historic beliefs and values stand
unchanged, but the new name helps new gen-
erations to continue the mission begun many
generations before. We felt that this gave
churches the option of using whichever name
fit best for their current context. However,
after much discussion, the adoption of a mis-
sional name was abandoned, and the sole
name was retained.

Please continue to pray not only for the direc-
tion and blessing for our church, but also for
the Great Lakes Baptist Conference.
