SHORT-TERM MISSIONS  

INTEREST SURVEY 
 

The Missions Committee conducted 

a survey in July regarding interest in 

the congregation for possible service 

on short-term missions projects involving travel to 

another location or country.  Several dozen per-

sons completed the survey document, indicating 

definite or possible interest in such service. 
 

With the approval of the Board of Elders, the Mis-

sions Committee is now researching a number of 

possible short-term mission ventures, identifying 

the type of service, location, and costs.  In the 

coming months, the Committee hopes to present 

several possible short-term mission opportunities, 

and to solicit involvement in sending one or more 

people from FBC on such journeys. 
 

 

COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIPS  
 

This summer the Board of Elders de-

cided to expand FBCôs traditional college scholar-

ship program to include students attending non-

Christian schools, as long as they have a clear 

Christian testimony and are taking accredited 

courses in pursuit of an acceptable degree. 
 

A Scholarship Committee was appointed, consist-

ing of Dell Lindbloom, Diane Fardig, and Susan 

Norcross.  They prepared application forms and 

then evaluated the responses  submitted by four 

students:  Dominic DiIanni, Iain McNeil, Roxanna 

Billington, and Andrew Billington.  The Commit-

tee unanimously recommended approval for these 

four students, and the Board of Elders agreed to 

provide them with scholarships of $500 per se-

mester for the coming school year.  Dominic and 

Iain will be attending Trinity University in subur-

ban Chicago; Roxanna will be a second semester 

junior student at UW-Green Bay; and Andrew will 

be taking first-year on-line courses from Clear 

Creek Baptist Bible College in Kentucky.

often makes 

about cultural 

differences is, 

ñYou Ameri-

cans all greet us 

and say óHi, 

how are you?ô and then you walk right on past us.  

You donôt really mean the question and you arenôt 

interested in our answer.  In our country we are 

asked the same question, but people take the time 

to stop and listen to our answer.  They genuinely 

care about how we are that day.ò  The merchants in 

middle eastern countries show their value and im-

portance of relationships by preferring to do busi-

ness with their customers by first sitting down and 

having a cup of tea with them.  The price you will 

pay for an item is often negotiated over the cup of 

tea. 
 

Internationals have a spe-

cial sensitivity to genuine-

ness.  If you are genuine 

with them, they will value 

the friendship you offer.  

Once they can count on 

you as friends, they will 

enter into discussions of 

ideas with you.  But if they 

suspect that you are only 

interested in them to press your point of view on 

them, or to get them to accept Christianity, they 

will dismiss your attempts to befriend them.  Learn 

to listen to what they are saying and respect their 

opinions without negativity.  It is possible to be 

gracious while expressing a different value.  Be 

winsome and inviting ï ñTaste and see that the 

Lord is good.ò 
 

Estab l i sh ing a 

FRIENDSHIP  with 

an international is 

vitally important. 

They need to feel 

that they matter to 

you, that you care 

about their difficul-

ties, that you are 

willing to help them 

solve a problem, and 

that they can trust 

you.  Once they know that they can count on you, 

they will be more receptive to your occasional 

comments about your relationship with God and 

how He works in your life.  They will be intrigued 

by your helpfulness to them and ask you why you 

are doing so many things for them.  That is an open 

door to share how Jesus Christ has changed your 

life, how He calls us to be kind to the strangers and 

foreigners amongst us, how everyone in the world 

will ultimately have to decide who Jesus is.
